(ARA) — Water conservation is becoming
a household necessity due to more states
declaring drought emergencies each year.
Plus, not only does water conservation
help the environment, but it also puts
less strain on the pocketbook.

Repairing a leaky toilet can save up to
200 gallons of water a day or more than
$365 a year on your water bill, depending
on the varying cost of water in your area
and the severity of the leak.

One way to identify a leaky toilet is to
add a few drops of food coloring in the

toilet tank. If the toilet is not running
and the coloring seeps into the toilet
bowl, it signals a leak at the flapper.

Another simple way to recognize toilet
leaks is to install a Fluidmaster Leak
Sentry Fill Valve or Leak Guard Fill
Valve on your toilet. After detecting a
leak, these valves “lock” the refilling of a
tank without disabling the toilet.
Homeowners are made aware of the leak
because they have to push the lever
twice to flush the toilet.

Other signs that a toilet is
leaking include the sound of
running water and the toilet
turning on and off without
being flushed. You may need to replace
the flapper, the handle, or adjust the
water level in the tank to make sure
water isn't being wasted in your toilet.
